God with mighty works and wonders and signs that God did through him in your
midst, as you yourselves know— ?* this Jesus, delivered up according to the definite
plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless
men. 2 God raised him up, loosing the pangs of death, because it was not possible
for him to be held by it. > For David says concerning him,
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I saw the Lord always before me, for he is at my right hand that I may not be
shaken; 2¢ therefore my heart was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; my flesh also will
dwell in hope. ?” For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, or let your Holy One
see corruption.

3* Being therefore a
prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that he would set
one of his descendants on his throne, * he foresaw and spoke about the resurrection
of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption.
32 This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses.

Genesis 8:6-16, 9:8-16
At the end of forty days Noah opened the window of the ark that he had made

7 and sent forth a raven. It went to and fro until the waters were dried up from

the earth. & Then he sent forth a dove from him, to see if the waters had subsided
from the face of the ground. ®* But the dove found no place to set her foot, and she
returned to him to the ark, for the waters were still on the face of the whole earth.
So he put out his hand and took her and brought her into the ark with him. ' He
waited another seven days, and again he sent forth the dove out of the ark. "' And
the dove came back to him in the evening, and behold, in her mouth was a freshly
plucked olive leaf. So Noah knew that the waters had subsided from the earth.

12 Then he waited another seven days and sent forth the dove, and she did not
return to him anymore.

13 In the six hundred and first year, in the first month, the first day of the month,
the waters were dried from off the earth. And Noah removed the covering of

the ark and looked, and behold, the face of the ground was dry. * In the second
month, on the twenty-seventh day of the month, the earth had dried out. ** Then
God said to Noah, ' “Go out from the ark, you and your wife, and your sons and
your sons’ wives with you.

9 Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him, ® “Behold, I establish my cov-
enant with you and your offspring after you, '° and with every living creature that
is with you, the birds, the livestock, and every beast of the earth with you, as many
as came out of the ark; it is for every beast of the earth. ' I establish my covenant
with you, that never again shall all flesh be cut off by the waters of the flood, and
never again shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.” '> And God said, “This is
the sign of the covenant that I make between me and you and every living creature
that is with you, for all future generations: '* I have set my bow in the cloud, and it
shall be a sign of the covenant between me and the earth. ' When I bring clouds
over the earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, * I will remember my covenant
that is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh. And the waters
shall never again become a flood to destroy all flesh. * When the bow is in the
clouds, I will see it and remember the everlasting covenant between God and every
living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.”
