7  erefore, as soon as all the peoples heard the sound of the 

horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, all the peoples, 

nations, and languages fell down and worshiped the golden image that King 

Nebuchadnezzar had set up.
8  erefore at that time certain Chaldeans came forward and maliciously ac-

cused the Jews. 9  ey declared to King Nebuchadnezzar, “O king, live forever! 
10 You, O king, have made a decree, that every man who hears the sound of the 

horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, shall fall down 

and worship the golden image. 11 And whoever does not fall down and worship 

shall be cast into a burning ë ery furnace. 12  ere are certain Jews whom you 

have appointed over the aff airs of the province of Babylon: Shadrach, Meshach, 

and Abednego.  ese men, O king, pay no attention to you; they do not serve 

your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up.”
13  en Nebuchadnezzar in furious rage commanded that Shadrach, Meshach, 

and Abednego be brought. So they brought these men before the king. 14 Nebu-

chadnezzar answered and said to them, “Is it true, O Shadrach, Meshach, and 

Abednego, that you do not serve my gods or worship the golden image that I 

have set up? 15 Now if you are ready when you hear the sound of the horn, pipe, 

lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, to fall down and worship 

the image that I have made, well and good. But if you do not worship, you shall 

immediately be cast into a burning ë ery furnace. And who is the god who will 

deliver you out of my hands?”
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16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered and said to the king, “O Nebu-

chadnezzar, we have no need to answer you in this matter. 17 If this be so, our 

God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning ë ery furnace, and 

he will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 18 But if not, be it known to you, 

O king, that we will not serve your gods or worship the golden image that you 

have set up.”
19  en Nebuchadnezzar was ë lled with fury, and the expression of his face was 

changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. He ordered the furnace 

heated seven times more than it was usually heated. 20 And he ordered some of 

the mighty men of his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and 

to cast them into the burning ë ery furnace. 21  en these men were bound in 

their cloaks, their tunics,[e] their hats, and their other garments, and they were 

thrown into the burning ë ery furnace. 22 Because the king’s order was urgent 

and the furnace overheated, the ì ame of the ë re killed those men who took up 

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. 23 And these three men, Shadrach, Me-

shach, and Abednego, fell bound into the burning ë ery furnace.
24  en King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished and rose up in haste. He de-

clared to his counselors, “Did we not cast three men bound into the ë re?”  ey 

answered and said to the king, “True, O king.” 25 He answered and said, “But I 

see four men unbound, walking in the midst of the ë re, and they are not hurt; 

and the appearance of the fourth is like a son of the gods.”
26  en Nebuchadnezzar came near to the door of the burning ë ery furnace; 

he declared, “Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, servants of the Most High 

God, come out, and come here!”  en Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego came 

out from the ë re. 27 And the satraps, the prefects, the governors, and the king’s 

counselors gathered together and saw that the ë re had not had any power over 

the bodies of those men.  e hair of their heads was not singed, their cloaks 

were not harmed, and no smell of ë re had come upon them. 28 Nebuchadnezzar 

answered and said, “Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, 

who has sent his angel and delivered his servants, who trusted in him, and set 

aside the king’s command, and yielded up their bodies rather than serve and 

worship any god except their own God.
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Now the word of the LORD came to Jonah the son of Amittai, saying, 2 “Arise, 

go to Nineveh, that great city, and call out against it, for their evil has come up 

before me.” 3 But Jonah rose to ì ee to Tarshish from the presence of the LORD. 

He went down to Joppa and found a ship going to Tarshish. So he paid the fare 

and went down into it, to go with them to Tarshish, away from the presence of 

the LORD.
4 But the LORD hurled a great wind upon the sea, and there was a mighty 

tempest on the sea, so that the ship threatened to break up. 5  en the mariners 

were afraid, and each cried out to his god. And they hurled the cargo that was 

in the ship into the sea to lighten it for them. But Jonah had gone down into the 

inner part of the ship and had lain down and was fast asleep. 6 So the captain 

came and said to him, “What do you mean, you sleeper? Arise, call out to your 

god! Perhaps the god will give a thought to us, that we may not perish.”
7 And they said to one another, “Come, let us cast lots, that we may know on 

whose account this evil has come upon us.” So they cast lots, and the lot fell on 

Jonah. 8  en they said to him, “Tell us on whose account this evil has come 

upon us. What is your occupation? And where do you come from? What is your 

country? And of what people are you?” 9 And he said to them, “I am a Hebrew, 

and I fear the LORD, the God of heaven, who made the sea and the dry land.” 
10  en the men were exceedingly afraid and said to him, “What is this that 

you have done!” For the men knew that he was ì eeing from the presence of the 

LORD, because he had told them.
11  en they said to him, “What shall we do to you, that the sea may quiet 

down for us?” For the sea grew more and more tempestuous. 12 He said to them, 

“Pick me up and hurl me into the sea; then the sea will quiet down for you, for I 

know it is because of me that this great tempest has come upon you.” 13 Never-

theless, the men rowed hard to get back to dry land, but they could not, for the 

sea grew more and more tempestuous against them. 14  erefore they called out 

to the LORD, “O LORD, let us not perish for this man’s life, and lay not on 

us innocent blood, for you, O LORD, have done as it pleased you.” 15 So they 

picked up Jonah and hurled him into the sea, and the sea ceased from its raging. 
16  en the men feared the LORD exceedingly, and they off ered a sacrië ce to 

the LORD and made vows.
17 And the LORD appointed a great ë sh to swallow up Jonah. And Jonah was 

in the belly of the ë sh three days and three nights.

2  en Jonah prayed to the LORD his God from the belly of the ë sh, 2 saying,

“I called out to the LORD, out of my distress, and he answered me; out of the 
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
