( Since then we have a great high priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. 15 For we
do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weak-
nesses, but one who in every respect has been tempted as we are, yet
without sin. 16 Let us then with confidence draw near to the throne of

grace, that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need. )

S For every high priest chosen from among men is appointed to act on
behalf of men in relation to God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. 2
He can deal gently with the ignorant and wayward, since he himself is
beset with weakness. * Because of this he is obligated to offer sacrifice for
his own sins just as he does for those of the people. * And no one takes
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this honor for himself, but only when called by God, just as Aaron was.

5 So also Christ did not exalt himself to be made a high priest, but was
appointed by him who said to him,

“You are my Son, today I have begotten you™;
6 as he says also in another place,
“You are a priest forever, after the order of Melchizedek.”

"In the days of his flesh, Jesus offered up prayers and supplications,
with loud cries and tears, to him who was able to save him from death,
and he was heard because of his reverence. ® Although he was a son, he
learned obedience through what he suffered. * And being made petfect,
he became the soutce of eternal salvation to all who obey him, ° being
designated by God a high priest after the order of Melchizedek.

John 12:20-33(34-306)

Now among those who went up to worship at the feast were some

Greeks. #' So these came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee,

and asked him, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” ** Philip went and told An-

drew; Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. ** And Jesus answered

them, ““The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. ?* Truly,

truly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it

remains alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. 2> Whoever loves his life

loses it, and whoever hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal

life. 2 If anyone serves me, he must follow me; and where I am, there

will my servant be also. If anyone serves me, the Father will honor him.

27 “Now is my soul troubled. And what shall I say? ‘Father, save me from
this hout’? But for this purpose I have come to this hout. ?® Father,

glorify your name.” Then a voice came from heaven: “I have glorified
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it, and I will glorify it again.” ? The crowd that stood there and heard it
said that it had thundered. Others said, “An angel has spoken to him.”
Fesus answered, ““This voice has come for your sake, not mine. *' Now
is the judgment of this world; now will the ruler of this world be cast out.
2 And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to my-
self.”” #* He said this to show by what kind of death he was going to die.

(**So the crowd answered him, “We have heard from the Law that the
Christ remains forever. How can you say that the Son of Man must be
lifted up? Who is this Son of Man?” * So Jesus said to them, “The light
is among you for a little while longer. Walk while you have the light,
lest darkness overtake you. The one who walks in the darkness does not
know whete he is going. ** While you have the light, believe in the light,

that you may become sons of light.”

When Jesus had said these things, he departed and hid himself from
them. )
